THIS IS THE MOUNTAIN WHERE WE MEET GOD

In this mountain, I have some of the greatest treasures of the universe. I have words straight from the throne – but these treasures are precious and they are costly – you have to love truth, you have to be willing to sacrifice. In this mountain, are some of God’s favorites - men and women who walked close to him who are the heroes of the faith – remember you will be accountable to God for what is revealed here, it is not cheap.
Psa 48:11  Let Mount Zion rejoice, let the daughters of Judah be glad, because of Thy judgments. 

Psa 48:12  Walk about Zion, and go round about her: tell the towers thereof. 

Psa 48:13  Mark ye well her bulwarks, consider her palaces; that ye may tell it to the generation following. 

Psa 48:14  For this God is our God forever and ever: he will be our guide even unto death. 

These are the pioneers, the trail blazers, the reformers, the hidden ones. Many ministered in obscurity. I have spent the last 3 decades pursuing these men and women and compiling their lives and writings and work. 
This Mountain is not for everyone. Many are content in the valley with the other sheep living day by day. Some are waiting for Jesus to “rapture” them; some think Jesus already came in 70 AD; some have shepherds who are wolves and those sheep are so passionate about their desire to be devoured and deceived and for their whole family to be offended and destroyed – shipwrecked.  Then, they are mad at God and say, “my son/daughter isn’t walking with God anymore! S/he was so hurt by Pastor Wolf!” Well, guess what! God tried to warn you and you just said, “all that glitters is gold; wow, my kids are so happy in this church.” 
It’s the old story about the snake and the turtle – the snake couldn’t cross the river so he asked the turtle to help him across. The snake told the turtle, “I won’t bite you.” So, the snake gets on the turtle’s back, crosses the river, turns to the turtle and then sinks his fangs deep into him. The turtle looks at him so shocked, so hurt, so betrayed, and says, “Why did you do that?! Why did you lie to me?” and he says, “I am a snake and that is my nature.”
Well guess what, that is Pastor Snake’s nature and we have a Book to protect us!  We have a Book that warns us, that will tell us what a snake looks like, what a wolf looks like, and what a real leader looks like. 
   So many are mad at God but He is not at fault. People keep following these guys because they “look good,” “it feels good,” or, “there are lots of people here, so it must be God.” Pastor Evil tells me what I want to hear. 

Here is what the Book says: “the gifts and callings are without repentance” meaning God gives gifts to people, even the gift of healing and miracles, and God does not take them back even if the person has an unclean heart. God is not an “Indian-giver.” What that means is: Pastor Evil can be Saturday night with his mistress or looking at porn and Sunday morning still have miracles – it is a gift – a gift has no conditions! He can preach in error, preach false doctrine and it could be anointed and touch you powerfully, but in the end you or your family gets shipwrecked. That’s why sometimes people can give to some really bad ministries and later ask themselves “Why did I do that? How could I not see?” 
     So here is a lifechanging revelation: recently at our church a visitor came and was so shocked and shaken to the core that she might have some responsibility in her own spiritual walk. See, she always believed in what is called a “passive walk” – that God does everything in the relationship, so you don’t have to! This goes in different ranks: to some folks it translates into “everything is God’s fault”. An example of this would be: “God didn’t stop me from going to that church and now my children won’t walk with God, they are hurt and offended.” See, we are  supposed to take the Book and see how it compares to their teaching; we are to be engaged in thinking, discerning, judging, analyzing, measuring it against the Book. Ask yourself: what was their message? who did they train under? How did they train? When one goes to Bible school, they should learn the Bible but it does not mean Bible school equips or prepares someone for ministry. Did they really show who they were from the pulpit, or did they cloak themselves? Were they transparent? How about out of the pulpit – are they in biblical order? is there an overemphasis? How do the members act, how do the leaders act; are they sincere? are they real? do they share their weaknesses from the pulpit? what is their doctrine? can the pastor or leaders discern good from evil, or are they worried about offending? 
Now, you are being called to accountability. Most people don’t like it. They say, “we went in and the praise was nice and I felt the Holy Spirit and my kids really liked it,” but was there conviction in their hearts, was there challenge toward maturity?  
I recently challenged someone to go and study “What is Church according to the Bible.” They kind of ignored me, but if they had studied they would have found out how God does things – He has a divine order of government. He has a pattern of doing things and most people ignore it and do what they want.  
Show me a scripture where a “pastor” plants a church. There is none in the Bible. God’s pattern was that “apostles” plant churches. Don’t they? Sure they do! So, a person can be at some cookie cutter church and think they are so ‘hip and relevant;’ they can even be the youth pastor and do that for a few years, and think “wow, I should be promoted, so I think God told me to go “over there” and plant a church!”  But it was really their pride. What kind of fruit do you think they will have?? Will they have kids under their ministry who are totally sold out to God, or kids who are quite involved in ‘what they want to do’ or ‘what they think they can do for God?’
Did God send them? No, they sent themselves. They know the religious system, but they really don’t know God. They know how to charm people, they know how to stir the people up, how to have a music group, and a cheerleader behind the microphone – but their ministry is not birthed from Above, it is an Ishmael – a mixture of man and God. God having put the gifts in them perhaps even before they were born, but them going their own way with it, out of timing, out of sync with God’s real plan for their lives. It doesn’t mean they are leaders, it just means they had a gift. 
Too many pastors send out ‘messages’ that say ‘come and help me build a kingdom for God’ but it is really their machine. Instead, the people need to be ‘placed in their place’ and using the gifts God gave to build Jesus’ kingdom, not the pastor’s kingdom. And truthfully in many cases “you could just say ‘master’ instead of ‘pastor’ and say you are on the plantation and you are his religious slave,” as quoted by one prophet of God.
  …And because the ministry was not birthed of God, their hand will always be against the real ministry of God (the Isaac) to kill it, to strangle it in its crib, to destroy the manchild as in Revelations chapter 12.
 So why did many of these people get in ministry if they were not sent by God?
Some because mom or dad or wife wanted it; some because they could not stand not being in charge or to be under anyone else.
Some because they wanted money and to not have to do manual labor; some because they had a teaching gift and “if they can teach they must be a pastor.” No a teaching gift doesn’t qualify you for the ministry, it just means you can teach.  

One of the biggest reasons people go in the ministry is to “do something for God.” They can’t just wait on the Lord, they have to ‘build something,’ and build it now! Unfortunately, He is not in it. The devil will help men build huge churches and have very successful ministries. 

Castles made of sand melt into the sea eventually. A famous evangelist from the Voice of Healing in the 1950’s had an encounter – he was winning thousands to salvation, he had the biggest tent and fleets of trucks, he was really doing things for God and God came to him and brought him before a fire and burned everything the man had done. It all turned into one small gold ingot. The Lord said it was enough, but that man changed everything because that is not how he wanted to end up! [He wanted what he was doing to matter in God’s eyes! Not in the mere eyes of man or himself. What he thought was ‘doing something really great for God’ ended up being only a small gold nugget in God’s eyes after all his motives, thoughts and intents of the heart, his works, and his fruit were weighed on God’s scales. The evangelist felt this was a wake up call to seek out what God was truly asking of him.
If I were to build a church that God is not in, then I have to be the one that keeps it going; I have to strive, I have to manipulate, I have to keep it going on my own charisma and energy!! Many people cannot discern that yesterday’s manna is full of maggots and disease. [If God is in it, then we would be maturing and learning how to face our feelings, and being restored to wholeness, we would become overcomers. Otherwise we would just be following man’s religious ideas which as Jesus tried to point out to the religious people of His day, are contrary to the ideas of God.]
If a ministry, is unable to give life, then it is false, it is death –it is “ass’s head and doves dung.” “Ass’s head” means religious wisdom; and “doves dung” is what you have after the dove has flown way - dove symbolizes The Holy Spirit.
Likewise, if a man or woman was born to be a teacher in some apostle’s church, but instead they go and plant their own church, then it is a “religious work” and can give no life. There may be gifts and salvations, but there will always be a ‘ceiling’ on the ministry, meaning it can never come into full manifestation of what God intended for that person’s life call. If a person was born to play music like Johnny Cash but became a pastor instead, it is religion and no life. If a person  was born to be an evangelist but instead feeds the homeless, they are in “religious works”  and have not been obedient to [the call of] God [on their life] and their ministry will have no abundant life. They would have never built God’s kingdom, but instead they built their own.

When we build with a man building his own thing, we are committing our time, talent, and treasure to something that is worthless and will be burned. When we build with a man sent by God, trained by God, and molded by His hand we are building for eternity. 

     I will tell you how to know that man!!!

He will walk with a “limp.”  He will be broken. He is not ambitious; he is not driven to do some religious work. He is obsessed with doing God’s will and only His will. He will know what the Harness of the Lord is. You will see the pain in his eyes you will see a man who has been thru hell but kept on walking; you will see a man who knows his God and who knows His ways; and you will see a man who has many enemies. He will speak the truth no matter what. In his presence, you will feel the fire of God and you will see that in his eyes as well; he burns and burns and once you get close to him, if you have that privilege, you will see he walks with God, he stands before God, he lives in the heavens as he walks on earth.
These are some of the men and women that God has entrusted me with their legacy – these are the real [men and women] of God [who have walked this earth in days past], these are pure. 

    A few years ago, Carol and I went to a meeting of a man of God. He had poured into an area for decades. He raised up great men of God. He was older, in his 80’s and he sat in a chair as he preached. He was so full of love and power but when I went to have him pray for me I was hit so hard with a fear of God, a revelation that shook me to my core. There was such a holy presence about him that it changed my life after that day. I never looked at things the same way and I prayed for more of it, more of it. In the Old Testament, when the priests went into the Holy of Holies they would be struck dead if they or the people were in sin. The priests even had a rope tied to them so they could be pulled out if they were struck dead! Remember Uzzah who touched the ark and was struck dead! God is holy! 
God has his special ones, his friends, those he can trust. [Prophets, men and women of God; Abraham was called ‘the friend of God’ he knew God’s ways and obeyed them. Jesus had the 12, then the 3, then the 1]. God can’t trust Mr. Cupcake Pastor or Mr. Hireling Pastor. God isn’t stupid; He shares His secrets with his friends.
